m PURCHASED WITH EXPANDABLE BUCKET

Expand feeder by pulling firmly on both ends until sections click and
lock permanently into place.

If sections do not lock into place, confirm that the internal alignment

ribs are in the correct position. Remove the lid and look down inside
bucket. Verify that the vertical ribs along the side are aligned with the
small notches located in the top of each section.

E Using a hole saw, drill a 2-1/4” hole in the center of the
bottom of your bucket.

E Rotate the mounts outward on the feeder
mounting bracket. Attach feeder to bucket
using three provided 1/4"-20 x 1" bolts,
washers and nuts as shown.

NOTE: Make sure to insert rechargeable
batteries before attaching solar panel.
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B INSTALL BATTERIES

To install the batteries or adjust the feed settings, remove the bottom
of the feeder by rotating it counter clockwise as shown. Install four (4)
AA alkaline or lithium batteries with the negative side of the battery
going to the battery holder spring clip. Replace bottom by rotating
clockwise until secure.

NOTE: Do not mix old and new batteries.

Always replace ALL the batteries at the same time. Rotate
. counter-clockwise
Do not mix battery types. to open —

If using solar panel, insert rechargeable batteries.

Your feeder will feed up to four times per day and has been factory set to feed at 7:00am and 6:00pm for 6 seconds.
To change factory settings or add additional feed times, follow the instructions below.

E SET RUN DURATION: Press the SET button again to set the RUN-TIME SECONDS which can "
range from zero to twenty seconds. Adjust RUN-TIME SECONDS using the chart below. Set the GET AWAY
